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Is Your Home Ready for Winter?
We are happy to announce that Windward Home Maintenance & Service
is in full swing. The following are just a few major maintenance tips from
Division Manager Joshua Feinberg.

1. Winter is all about hot and cold temperatures and water (usually in the form of ice or
snow). Check your furnace, thermostat, pilot light, fan belts, filters, etc. Vacuum hot and
cold air registers, remove scale and lime deposits from the humidifier, and note the float
value and evaporator plate.

2. Clean heating ducts.

3. Caulk all windows and any other openings to prevent ice from seeping in and warm 
air from seeping out. Look around the house for any holes or gaps. Inspect for carpenter
ants or termites. Examine the foundation for minor cracks – ice might turn them into
major problems.

4. Check your chimney and fireplace to eliminate animals, leaves, and debris and to 
prevent house fires.

5. Of course, replace smoke and carbon monoxide detector batteries.

6. Have a professional inspect the roof for loose shingles. Don’t do this yourself.

7. Remove garden hoses from your exterior hose bibbs to avoid them freezing.
